Updated Loan Amount Calculation for 1040 Schedule C Filers

Sole proprietors, independent contractors & eligible self-employed

Schedule C filers can use gross income rather than net profit to calculate
their PPP loan amount to receive more financial support

Not retroactive for Schedule C filers who submitted a PPP application using
the old form

If you submitted a Schedule C PPP application prior to March 3, 2021, speak
to your lender immediately to see if it can be withdrawn or canceled so the
new form can be used

If the loan has already been disbursed & lender has filed a Form 1502
Report, it cannot be cancelled, and no changes can be made to
the loan amount calculation

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What is a First Draw PPP Loan?
For eligible applicants that did not receive a PPP loan prior to Aug. 9, 2020

* Must have been in business by Feb. 15,2020

* Borrowers can set the covered period to use PPP loan proceeds to be any
length between 8 and 24 weeks after disbursement

 Additional types of entities now eligible

* Covered eligible expenses are expanded

* Must apply on or before May 31, 2021, or until Congressional
appropriations are exhausted

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What is a Second Draw PPP Loan?

For borrowers that previously received a PPP loan, have 300 employees
or less, and suffered a 25% reduction in gross receipts

* Maximum loan amountis $2 million
* First Draw and Second Draw PPP loan covered periods cannot overlap

* Must demonstrate at least a 25% reduction in gross receipts between
comparable quartersin 2019 and 2020

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PPP Loan Terms / Maturity
If the PPP loan is not 100% forgiven

PPP loans have:

A fixed interest rate of 1% that is non-compounding and non-adjustable
No requirement for collateral or personal guarantees
No fees or prepayment penalties

A five-year maturity (for those issued before June 5, 2020, it’s two years);
borrowers can ask their lender to extend to five years

Payments start once borrower knows how much of the PPP loan is
forgiven; lender will notify the borrower

If borrowers do not apply for forgiveness, payments start 10
months after the last day of the covered period

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PPP Loan Forgiveness

Borrowers must apply for PPP loan forgiveness through their lender;
lenders submit lender forgiveness decisions to the SBA

Per the Economic Aid Act
* EIDL Advances are no longer deducted from PPP loan forgiveness payment

* Expenses paid with PPP loan funds are federally tax deductible; contact
the IRS for details on this

* Expanded forgivable expenses are permissible for any unforgiven PPP loan
* New: simplified forgiveness application for PPP loans $150,000 and under
Per the CARES Act

* Forgiven PPP loans are not federally taxable income

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COVID-19 Economic Injury Disaster Loan (EIDL)

Provides economic aid to businesses experiencing a
temporary loss of revenue due to COVID-19

Economic Aid Act Extended Deadline to Dec. 31, 2021

* Can be used for working capital and normal operating expenses such as
continuation of health care benefits, rent, utilities, fixed debt payments

* Terms: 3.75% for businesses (fixed), 2.75% for nonprofits (fixed), 30 years, no
pre-payment penalty; loans over $25,000 secured by UCC filing (§100 deducted

from loan proceeds)

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Debt Relief for Certain SBA Loans

Program for 7(a), 504 and Microloan Borrowers Only

* For new 7(a), 504 or Microloans approved on or after February 1, 2021 and
through September 30, 2021, SBA will pay three months of principal and
interest after the loan is fully disbursed and after any deferment, capped
at $9,000 per loan per month.

* Borrowers do not need to apply for this debt relief; the SBA provides it
automatically.

Targeted EIDL Advance

No action required until contacted by the SBA via direct email invite

New Program in the Economic Aid Act

* Only for businesses & non-profits that applied for an EIDL and 1) are in a low-
income community; 2) have suffered greater than 30% economic loss; and
3) have 300 or fewer employees

* Ifyou meet the above, a Targeted EIDL Advance will (per funding availability):
« Balance out a previous EIDL Advance to a full $10,000

* Provide $10,000 to those who applied for an EIDL but didn't receive
an Advance payment due to lack of funding

« The SBA is emailing those who may qualify with instructions @ EIDL]
on how to determine eligibility and submit documentation.

Application Process

Only one submission for each Targeted EIDL Advance can be made
Carefully review the bank account information

Ensure information submitted is 100% correct; due to limited Targeted EIDL
Advance funds, the SBA will not be able to make reconsiderations

SBA’s goal is to process completed applications within 21 days; applications
may not be considered complete until after IRS Form 4506-T is received

* Ifinoperationon Jan. 1,2019: 45% of the 2019 gross earned revenue

 If began operation after Jan. 1,2019: the average monthly gross revenue for
each full month in operation during 2019 multiplied by 6

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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

What s It?

* The American Rescue Plan Act (ARPA) became public law on
March 11,2021 and established the RRF

* ARPA appropriated $28.6 billion for RRF, authorizing SBA to award funds
* The appropriations remain available until expended
* Fund must be used for eligible uses no later than March 11,2023
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)
Who Is Eligible?

 Eligible entities are businesses that are not permanently closed and include businesses where the public or patrons
assemble for the primary purpose of being served food or drink

* Includes:

Restaurants

Food stands, food trucks, food carts

Caterers

Bars, saloons, lounges, taverns

Snack and nonalcoholic beverage bars (e.g., coffee shops, ice cream shops)

Bakeries (onsite sales to the public comprise at least 33% of gross receipts)

Brewpubs, tasting rooms, taprooms* (onsite sales to the public comprise at least 33% of gross receipts)

Breweries and/or microbreweries™ (onsite sales to the public comprise at least 33% of gross receipts)

Wineries and distilleries™ (onsite sales to the public comprise at least 33% of gross receipts)

Inns* (onsite sales of food and beverage to the public comprise at least 33% of gross receipts)

Licensed facilities or premises of a beverage alcohol producer where the public may taste, sample, or purchase products
Other similar places of business in which the public or patrons assemble for the primary purpose of being served food or drink

[l entities listed above that do not have an asterisk are presumed to have greater than 33% onsite in 2019 food and beverage sales

Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

How Much Am | Eligible For?

« SBA may provide funding up to $5 million per location, not to exceed $10
million total for the applicant and any affiliated businesses

* Minimum award is $1,000
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

Who Is Eligible? - Form Of Organization

* Eligible Applicants must be one of the following forms of organization:
e C-Corporations”
e S-Corporations”
e Partnerships
 Limited Liability Companies
* Sole Proprietors
 Self-Employed Individuals*
* Independent Contractors
* Tribal Businesses
e LLC taxed as S-Corporations, or Sole Proprietors

*B-Corporations are eligible, but they will select either C-Corp or S-Corp on the application, depending on how they are taxed
* Refer to your tax return to see self-employed vs. sole proprietor distinction

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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

Who Is Eligible? - Franchises

* Any business concern operating as a franchise and meeting all other program
requirements is eligible. The franchise must be listed on the SBA Franchise
Directory.

* In the application portal, Applicants will be able to look up their entity on the
SBA Franchise Directory.

For brands not listed on the Directory (including brands that have previously
been denied listing on the Directory because of affiliation issues), the franchisor
must submit the Franchise Disclosure Document (or other agreement) and all
other documents a franchisee is required to sign to franchise@sba.gov for review
of SBA’s other eligibility criteria (e.g., 13 CFR § 120.110).
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

Who Is Eligible? - Bankruptcy

Bankruptcy

* Applicants that are operatinﬁ under an apﬂroved lan of reorganization,
under either a Chapter 11, Chapter 12 or Chapter 13 bankruptcy and meet
all program requirements are eligible for funding

* An Applicantis not eligible if it has:
* Permanently closed;
* Filed a Chapter 7 liquidation bankruptcy; or

* Filed for either a Chapter 7 or Chapter 11,12, and 13 bankruptcy but is
not under an approved plan of reorganization.

* Permanently closed does not include businesses who temporarily closed
their doors due to state or local restrictions or other pandemic causes but
are still in operation or have reopened

How Do Other SBA Relief Programs Impact RRF?

Paycheck Protection Program (PPP) loan

* Any funds alread%/ received through the Paycheck Protection Program will be
subtracted from the Applicant’s final funding amount - Applicantis verified using
the EIN, ITIN, or SSN associated with its PPP loans

* If the AI_\PF?licant.rec_eived a PPP loan, the Applicant must use the same EIN number
forits RRF application as it used in its PPP application.

* If an Applicant applied for a First Draw PPP loan for multiple locations under one
EIN and subsequently applied for Second Draw PPP loans under different EINS, the

,lﬂ\pplicant must provide the EINs for each entities that received Second Draw PPP
oans.

* Upon applying for RRF, Applicant must withdraw any outstanding PPP application

The Applicant must not have a pending application for or have received a Shuttered
Venue Operator grant from SBA.

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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)
When Do 1 Have To Use The Funds?

* The funds must be spent on expenses that were/are incurred between February
15,2020 and March 11, 2023.

* If the business permanently closes after receiving funds, the covered period will
end when the business permanently closes or on March 11, 2023, whichever

OCCUrsS sooner.

* Any funds not spent on eligible expenses by the time the covered period ends
must be returned to the government.
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

When Do | Have To Use The Funds? - Continued

* Use of Funds Assessment - After the total awarded funds have been
exhausted, entities must provide a detailed expenditure report and
certification for the required period.

* Until Applicant completes the Use of Funds Assessment, beginning
December 2021 Applicants are required to provide self-reported unaudited
data detailing use of distributed funds each year through 2023.

* SBA will provide additional guidance that outlines the detailed reporting
requirements and procedures in the coming weeks.

Best Practices

1. Provide complete documentation - Applications with incomplete
documentation will be rejected. The review process will restart when
complete documentation is provided. Delays could jeopardize the Applicant
receiving the award.

2. Leverage your resources - While not required, the use of CPAs and other
accounting professionals may help ensure a complete and well documented
application.

3. Application corrections - SBA is not able to make corrections on behalf of
Applicants. Applicants who require corrections will need to contact the call
center hotline at (844) 279-8898.

4. Applicants who still intend to apply for PPP - RRF applicants are advised to

- complete their PPP application in advance of the RRF application 63
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

When Can | Apply?

* Pilot Period: Pilot Period participants will be randomly selected from existing
PPP borrowers who self identified as members of RRF priority groups. Pilot
participants will not receive funds until RRF is open to the public at application
launch.

* Priority Period: Days 1-21 - During the initial 21-day Priority Period, SBA will
accept applications from all eligible Applicants. Only applications from small

businesses owned by women, veterans, and socially and economically
disadvantaged Applicants will be funded during this period.

» Day 22: All eligible applications will be processed and funded until program
funds are exhausted.
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

What Are The Priority Groups?

* Asmall business concern that is at least 51 percent owned and the management
and daily business operations of the applicant are controlled by one or more
individuals who are:

* Women
* Veterans
 Socially and Economically Disadvantaged

» Applicants must self-certify on the application that they meet eligibility
requirements

* For example: An applicant has five owners who each own 20 percent of the
applicant. Two owners are veterans, and one owner is a socially and economically
disadvantaged individual. SBA will consider this applicant to meet the requirement

_ thatatleast 51 percent of the applicant is owned by a priority group. .
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Restaurant Revitalization Fund (RRF)

Priority Group Definitions

 Socially disadvantaged individuals are those who have been subjected to
racial or ethnic prejudice or cultural bias because of their identity as a member
of a group without regard to their individual qualities.

* Individuals who are members of the following groups are presumed to be
socially disadvantaged: Black Americans; Hispanic Americans; Native
Americans (including Alaska Natives and Native Hawaiians); Asian Pacific
Americans; or Subcontinent Asian Americans.

« Economically disadvantaged individuals are those socially disadvantaged
individuals whose ability to compete in the free enterprise system has been
impaired due to diminished capital and credit opportunities as compared to
others in the same business area who are not socially disadvantaged.
